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Sacramento Stonewall Democratic Club Declares Victory in Its Targeted Races.

The Stonewall Democratic Club of Greater Sacramento has much to celebrate after the recent election.

On the national level, the removal of Rick Santorum from the Senate was targeted by the National Stonewall Democrats over one year ago at the urging of Sacramento Stonewall’s founding President Dan Roth and National Stonewall Democrats Co-Chair Laurie McBride, a resident of Sacramento and a founding member of the Sacramento Stonewall.

“We began our efforts to remove the bigoted homophobic Santorum from the Senate over a year ago when no one believed we had a chance.  But we wanted to show there are consequences for taking a stand against the civil rights of any community.  Santorum’s hatred of the LGBT community resulted in his demise,” stated National Stonewall Co-Chair Laurie McBride.

Locally, Sacramento Stonewall declares victory on all of its targeted races.  “We put a lot of man power and money, over $36,000 into local races this year,” stated club president, Dr. Darrick Lawson.  “We focused on the passage of Measure J and K, which will allow the Sacramento Unified School District to be divided into districts for better representation of the entire community.  Currently four of the seven board members all live in the Pocket.  We distributed lawn signs and walked precincts for J and K as well as provided almost 25% of the campaign’s budget.”

In addition to those measures, Stonewall Democrats worked very hard on behalf of Jerry Houseman, who successfully won re-election to the Sacramento Unified School Board.  “Jerry Houseman is a true friend of the LGBT community.  His stand to commemorate a day of silence, which highlights the abuse gay youth face, resulted in direct and targeted hate mail and hate demonstrations by the Christian Slavic community.  In spite of demonstrations around town using inappropriate and racist slurs against the Gay Community and Mr. Houseman, he was successful at winning re-election.”

Stonewall reports over 70% of their endorsed candidates won.  Other targeted candidates and issues celebrating success by the Stonewall Democrats are the election of State Senator Darrell Steinberg, the re-election of Assemblymember Dave Jones, the re-election of Mayor Christopher Cabaldon, Sacramento Unified School Board member Ellyn Bell, Natomas Unified School Board member Lisa Kaplan, SMUD Board member Genevieve Shiroma, and NO on Proposition 85.
